Cercon is a system for all ceramic restorations, comprising milled Cercon zirconium oxide substructures and Cercon Kiss porcelain. We are convinced that milled Cercon substructures are the best product of this nature on the market. Zirconium has been used for hip replacements for the last 30 years and offers fracture strength 2-3 times stronger then pressable ceramics and similar to that of traditional metal/porcelain restorations. Cercon can be used for single span bridges up to 5 units. Cercon Kiss offers all of the biocompatibility and aesthetic benefits associated with Degudent porcelains with the added translucency of a metal free substructure.


We are now an accredited Stick Tech Lab of Excellence. Stick Tech are laboratory processed fibre reinforcements. Stick Tech can be used to make discrete trauma splints and also to construct resin-retained bridges, inlay bridges, hybrid bridges and implant supported bridges in conjunction with GC Gradia composite.
